When we were told in Creative Living that we were going to make a pillow or a blanket, I was really wasn’t that optimistic but if I had to do it for a grade then I would do it. One important thing you may want to know about me is I am not very creative or imaginative, but since I was going to make a pillow it would be easy, or so I thought. First we were given a book to look for a kind of design to choose or if we wanted to we could go to Wal-Mart and buy our own fabric, but I ended up ordering a 19 inch square black pillow with red felt included and stuffing. When we came back from winter break we were told that we had to start making it, when I got mine all it had was two black 19 inch squares, black and red thread, a little red square (fabric), and the instructions. So I started to think how I am going to make a pillow with this. So I started to read the instructions and in the first day I started to cut the letters. The second day I started to sew the letters on, the third day I finished with the letter stitching. Then I started to sew the two square together, I finally got finished with the stitching on Wednesday. That same day I put in my stuffing and learned how to close a hole with a needle and thread by hand. To my mom, and teachers expectation it was successful and good. My mom loved it and can’t sleep without it.


I learned how to sew two different ways, hand and machine. I also learned how to make a pillow and a blanket (by helping other people). I had to sew the pillow and the letters. I will use these skills by making my brother a pillow in his 12th birthday.
